As
we begin this fifth week of Lent, may the Lord write the law
of love on our hearts and may we die to the life of sin and rise
to the fullness of life in Christ.

March 19: The Solemnity of St. Joseph
In an old prayer book that my mother had, there was a story

that | always remember. A man was desperate and walked
into the woods with the intention of ending his life. As he
walked, he stumbled on an old prayer card. On the card was
an image of St Joseph with these words: “Ite ad Joseph” or
“Go to Joseph”. The man dropped on his knees and prayed
to St. Joseph and the man'’s life began to change. Joseph is a
powerful intercessor for us. He cares for us with the same
strong tenderness that he cared for the child Jesus. He is an
image for us men on how to be men of faith. He worked
hard; he prayed hard; he loved his spouse and child; he was a
man of faith. May St. Joseph pray for us as we celebrate his
feast day.

March 17: The Feast of St. Patrick

In Ireland, the feast of St. Patrick is a holy day of obligation
and a day that is spent with family and friends. Patrick was a
roman slave who brought the Christian faith to the people of
Ireland. The church today needs to have the same missionary
spirit that Patrick had. So many people in our neighborhoods
need to have the Gospel preached to them just as the people
of Ireland did in Patrick’s day. We are challenged by his ex-
ample to take the risk and tell others about Jesus, our saving
